• Volunteer for Habitat for Humanity of McHenry 
County, under their guidance and authority 

• Habitat selects the property, the partner family, and 
the blueprints 

• Women will learn from men and women who will 
share their skills and expertise 

• Women will raise the necessary funds to purchase 
the property and build the house from start to finish 

• Women will encourage and empower one another 
• Women will envision future generations of women 
• Habitat will oversee the overall project to assure 

that they meet their objectives 
• Habitat provides the family support structure for 

the partner family 
• Habitat owns the house and sells it to the partner 

family on a zero-interest mortgage; and the pay-
ments go back to Habitat to build another house
